 Hello! How are you? Tell us your name and how you got here.

A: My name is Susan Micrometry.  My story is very simple. Once I took

some sum of money without asking father. When father found it out he became very angry.

J.: He beat you, didn’t he?

A: Yes, with a great cruelty. As a result I was taken to hospital. At hospital I said that I would never return home. I hate my father. 

J.: Do you miss your father, warmth of home? Don't you want to return home?

A: :  No, no. I will never return home.

J.: Thank you. What is your story?

B: Му name is Kate. I am 17. I am not the only child in my family. I have 3 sisters and 2 brothers. My parents have to work from morning till night but this money was not enough. My friends wore nice clothes, shoes. They had pocket money. They could buy sweets, chocolate. I had nothing.

J.: So you just felt the lack of money, didn’t you?

B: Yes. And because of that I left my home. I thought that I could earn my living. I thought that without my sisters and brothers life would be easier.

J.: Is such life better than previous one?

B: No, of course not. Then I at least had a home. Now I have nothing.

J.: Thank you for your story. What about you?

C: My name is Nick. I lived with my parents. Our family is quite wealthy. They loved me but maybe I wasn’t a good son. I was lazy, I studied badly, I missed lessons. One day my father said: “I will give you now money if you don’t change you behavior.” I just left home.

J.: Why did you do it? Do you think it was right? 

C: I don’t know. At that time I didn’t see another way. 

J.: Do you miss home?

C: Yes, I miss my parents, friends. I want to return home.

J.: Thank you. What is your story?

D: I was 10. I lived in a small town. My parents worked from morning till night to earn money so they could see me and my brothers only in the evening. I with my brothers spent our time together dreaming about different cities and countries. Our parents had no possibility to travel with us. One day we took money from our flat, went to the railway station, occupied the seats in the train and decided to travel. We wanted to see a sea. We were happy.

J.: I've always thought that poor kids like you miss home, want to return and to start their life from scratch. Have you thought about it?

D: Yes, of course, I always dreamed about it.

J.: Is anybody able to help you?

D: I really don't know. May be you. I want to return home. I love my parents and my brothers. Help me. I want to go home to my parents, to my brothers, to my house, to my bed, to my life...

J.: As you see more and more young people leave home and get into even worse life conditions. We have to think over this growing tendency. It was an interview from Chicago specially for BBC.

Announcer:
“There are about twenty-two thousand police officers in England. Out of these, fifteen hundreds are women. Twenty years ago, a woman police-officer was an unusual sight. Then there were only five hundreds of them. Their job was mostly in the police stations, doing the routine office work or going out and doing what you could call social work. But today the picture is quite different. You meet female officers on the beat, controlling crowds, and directing traffic.

Our reporter has interviewed one of the women police-officers.

Reporter:

“ What are your working-conditions comparing with men?”

Police-officer:

“ We get the same wage as the men and share the same conditions as they have. Of course, there are still some policemen, who haven’t quite accepted us yet. I must admit that there are certain situations where we are not in the front line.  For example, if there is a very violent demonstration. So, we are given other jobs. On the other hand, there are also many situations where the men are very glad to let us take over. For example, problems with women and children.

Reporter:

“ Are you satisfied with the attitude towards you?”

Police-officer:

“The younger officers are very glad to work with us. What is even more important, I think, is the reaction of the public. They are always very positive. Women are good at calming people down. There is a lot of respect for women in general. In violent situations we don’t seem so aggressive as men. But if it comes to a fight, women police-officers are highly-trained.”

Reporter:

“I wish you good luck in your complicated job. Elena Zadorozhnaia for Channel 7.”

“Today at twelve o’clock two collaborators of the “Tide” company robbed the flat of an unemployed woman, who was locked in her bathroom. Be watchful, please, and don’t let anybody enter your house without business license.” Yesterday there was a conference of the association “Women of the world”. Woman I:

“Many women want to get absolute equality with men in every aspect of life. In marriage, they want all husbands and wives to share the chores and responsibilities keeping a family. In work, they want to make women and men to have the same jobs and the same chance to succeed.”

Woman I:

“They want women to be paid just as much as men for the same work. Other women agree with some of the ideas of women’s liberation. They want the same salary if they do the same job a man does. At home, however, they do not expect their husbands to share in the cleaning, cooking and other household jobs.”

2 Question:

“What is the attitude of people to this organization?”

Woman II:

“Many people agree with the ideals and goals of women’s liberation. They feel that women ought to be considered equal to men in every way. They feel that a woman shall be able to decide to stay at home and rise a family, or to stay at home and not rise a family, or to go out and work, or to have a job outside the home and a family as well.”

Woman I:

“To our mind our organization is very important for every woman…”

Woman II:

“…despite the fact that other people are opposed to women’s liberation.”

Pupil 4. In the evening of October 31 boys and girls “dress up” in different old clothes and wear masks. The children go from house to house and knock at the doors, calling “trick or treat”.

Teacher. Do you know how to recognize a witch when you see one? Listen to me and retell my story in Russian.

1. A real witch is always to be wearing gloves when you meet her because instead of finger-nails she has thin curvy claws. 

2. A real witch is always bald and she wears a wig to hide her baldness. 

3. Look for nose-holes. Witches have slightly larger nose-holes than ordinary people and the rim of each nose-hole is pink and curvy. 

4. The eyes of a real witch are different from yours and mine. Of she is a witch, the black dot in the middle of each eye will keep changing colour, and you will see fire and you will see ice dancing right in the very centre of the coloured dot.

Please, be active, sociable and friendly to each other. Let’s start!

PART I

T: Look at the picture and guess the theme of the holiday we'll speak about.

( На картине изображение рождественской елки) (Рис.1) You can see the fir-tree and there is a nice red star on it. Well, this is а traditional “ Christmas Tree”. There are а lot of symbols and things which are connected with this holiday. What are they? What events and symbols are associated with the Christmas celebration? 

( Учащиеся составляют примеры, используя слова на картине)

And who tells me what kind of holiday Christmas is.

Предполагаемые ответы учащихся: 

P1: Christmas is a favorite and happy holiday for English children.

P2: Christmas is a religious holiday. On this day we celebrate the birth of Jesus Christ, who was very kind and loved children very much.

P3: I think Christmas is a family holiday. Families come together to share their happiness and exchange gifts.

T: Children! I have prepared a surprise for you. Here is a magic box.

Let’s open it! 

(Дети открывают волшебный сундучок по очереди и достают маленькие звоночки (bells), на которых привязаны ленточки. На ленточках задания):

1.What do you know about Christmas?

P1: The most popular holiday in Great Britain and America is Christmas. They celebrate Christmas on the 25th of December. There are a lot of traditions connected with Christmas. Every year the people of Norway give the city of London a present. It’s a big Christmas tree and it stands in Trafalgar Square. Most families decorate their houses with a Christmas tree, buy gifts for the family and friends, write Christmas cards. In England almost every family receives more than 60 Christmas cards. 

T: Предвкушение праздника порой приятнее, чем сам праздник! Чтобы растянуть это удовольствие, люди заранее готовят украшения к Рождеству. К празднику можно нарядить не только традиционные ёлки и венки, но и испечь какую-нибудь вкуснятину.

2. What traditional Christmas meals do you know?

P2: The traditional Christmas meals are roast turkey and Christmas pudding. In England people make Christmas pudding before Christmas. All the family stir the pudding and make a wish. It’s a traditional meal which people cook for Christmas party. They think that if they all take part in mixing it, they will be happy. When the pudding is hot they put 5-penny pieces in it, and sometimes little silver charms- a horseshoe, a button and a ring. A horseshoe means a happiness and good luck, a button-wealth, a ring-marriage. “рис.2”( ученик ставит пирог на стол и описывает технологию его приготовления).
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3. What do you know about holiday crackers?

P3: If there are children in the family people usually have Christmas crackers. Inside them there are many surprising things. (Рис.3) ( ученик показывает изготовленные дома хлопушки). When you pull them they make a bang, and you’ll see a paper hat, a small toy or a piece of paper where the jokes or wishes are written on. Here are some jokes wishes: 
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1. “ What is clean when it is black, and white when it is dirty? ” 

(A blackboard)

2. “ What did one wall say to the other one? “ (Meet you at the corner).

4. Who decorated the first Christmas tree?

P4: No one knows for sure. The custom of bringing an evergreen tree indoors decorating it at Christmas started in Germany. One legend says that Martin Luther started the practice. Luther was an imported Christian leader. According to the story he noticed the starlit sky as he walked home one Christmas Eve. He thought the stars looked as if they were shining on the branches. When Martin Luther arrived home he placed a small fir-tree inside the house. He decorated it with lighted candles. Decorating Christmas tree became popular in Germany. Prince Albert took the tradition to England. Both German and English people brought it to America.

T: Предполагают, что первые неукрашенные ёлки появились в Германии в VIII веке. Ещё жители Древнего Египта в декабре, в самый короткий день в году, приносили зелёные пальмовые ветви в свои дома как символ победы жизни над смертью. Жрецы-друиды вешали на дубовые ветки золотые яблоки во время праздника зимнего солнцестояния. Первое упоминание о ели связывают с монахом Бонифацием, который читал друидам проповедь о Рождестве. Чтобы убедить их в том, что дуб не является священным деревом, он срубил один из дубов. А когда тот падал, повалил на своём пути все деревья, кроме молодой ели. Бонифаций представил это как чудо и воскликнул: “ Да будет это дерево деревом Христа!”.

5. Why do people celebrate Christmas?

P5: It is celebrated оп December 25. The holiday is connected with the wonderful birth of Jesus Christ as it is described in the Holy Bible. Oп that day, about 2000 years ago, Lesus Christ was born in Bethlehem. When Jesus was born wise men from the East came to worship him. They gave the Child present – gold, frankicense and myrrh. That's why people nowadays try to please their friends and relatives giving them Christmas presents.

6. Where did Santa Claus come from?

T: Прообраз Санта Клауса – святой Николай, даритель подарков, “приехал” в Америку, в частности в Нью-Йорк, вместе с голландскими переселенцами в начале XIX века. Именно они ежегодно, в день святого Николая, выносили на улицу статую святого в длинной краснобелой мантии и пели песню о святом Николае – Занкта Клаусе ( по-голландски Sinterklaas). Этот праздник сопровождался раздачей небольших сувениров и привлекал всегда много народу. В 1822 году житель Нью-Йорка Клемент Кларк Мур написал серию сказок, где описал, как Санта Клаус прибывает в Америку на восьми северных оленях, а в дома попадает через дымоход и рядом с кроватью детей кладёт свои подарки (рождественские чулки).

P6: Traditionally, English children hang a long stocking at the end of the bed on Christmas Eve. In the morning they check whether the stocking has been filled with small toys, fruit and sweet. Larger toys will be near.

They enjoy Christmas presents.(Учащиеся показывают рождественские чулки, изготовленные дома).

LITERATURE is a kind of traveller's guide through lands you have not explored. In fact the journey you are about to begin will take you through time as well. Along the way you will encounter fiction, poetry, drama and nonfiction. So, that's why we are going to have an excursion through English Literature and besides we'll try to solve a problem: What is the most important in literature: prose or poetry.
4. Вопросы учителя к ученикам:

– How do you think, what is literature ?

Teacher's version: According to encyclopedia Literature is everything that has ever been written . It is one of the fine art. But according to our soul Literature is beauty and feelings, smiles and tears, joy and sorrow, and heroism and history and, and, and…

– How many periods are there in English Literature?

– Will you call them?

Predictable answer: 

1. The Anglo-Saxon Period.

2.The Medieval Period.

3. The Elizabethan Age.

4. The Seventeenth Century.

5. The Restoration and the Eighteenth Century.

6. The Romantic Age 

7. The Victorian Age

8. The Twentieth Century

Коммуникативное упражнение, которое базируются на характеристике периодов. Ученики получают раздаточные карточки с описанием определенного периода английской литературы. Каждой паре учеников – карточки с описанием разных периодов. Ученики должны прочитать текст, понять и обсудить в парах. После этого в хронологическом порядке учащиеся делятся информацией с целой группой. При этом, группа может задавать им вопросы, на которые они должны отвечать.

6. Упражнение – игра (для закрепления материала). Каждой группе даются карточки с названиями периодов и отдельно с перечнем авторов и названиями их произведений, которые относятся к определенному периоду. Ученики должны подобрать к каждому периоду соответствующую карточку с авторами и названиями их произведений. При этом, решение этой проблемы происходит на английском языке. Побеждает тот, кто первым выполнит задание.

7. Вопросы учителя к ученикам:

You saw that the anthology of English literature consists of many poets and writers.

– What people are called writers ? What people are called poets ?
– What are the major forms of literary expression?

Predictable answer: prose and poetry. 

8. Коммуникативное упражнение на основе ситуативной речи. Робота в группах ( 2 группы). Одна группа отстаивает предпочтения прозы, другая - поэзии (в форме диспута). Перед этим они получают раздаточные карточки с определением “прозы” и “поэзии” (выдержки из "World Book Encyclopedia" V.I 5. and "Encyclopedia of Knowledge" VI 5). Они должны прочитать эти определения, понять и обсудить (на английском языке). Потом одна группа доказывает другой преимущества прозы и поэзии.

9. Упражнение-игра. Угадай автора. Каждый ученик группы, в порядке очереди, декламирует стих, или кратко рассказывает сюжет произведения, а также биографию поэта или писателя, не называя его имени. Ученик противоположной группы должен угадать автора. Базируется на знании учеников английской поэзии, прозы и биографии авторов, умении декламировать стихи и грамотно, правильно передавать содержание произведения.

10. Ученики декламируют собственные стихи, эссе, истории на английском языке, а также собственные переводы известных произведений.

11. ВЫВОД: ученики делают вывод с помощью учителя. So we revised the anthology of English Literature and the main authors and their masterpieces. We are convinced of the importance both: prose and poetry in literature. It won't be complete without one of these components. And of course we enjoyed listening beautiful English poetry and the plots of prose and of course children's creations.

THE SEVENTENTH CENTURY.

In England the Seventeenth cebtury was a time of political and religious turmoil punctuated with violence that surprised and shocked England's neighbours on the Continent.

Poetry again dominates the literatureofthe early seventeenth century. John Donne and his followers wrote what would later be called metaphisical poetry - complex, highly intellectual verse filled with intricate and far -feched mataphors. Ben Jonson , the forerunner of English neoclassicism, and bis disciples, called the Son of Ben , were responsable for a second new, style of poetry. They wrote in a more conservative , restrained fashion and on more limited subjects than the metaphysical poets. Some of the sons of Ben are known as Cavaliers because their verses often take the form of witty, elegent, and gentlemanly compliments or trifles.

A great poet of the century, John Milton had a style of his own, and he remained outside both Donne's and Jonson's influence. His epic "Paradise Lost" , a work of over ten thousand lines , takes its plays in wesetm literature along with Homer's "Odyssey" and "Illiad".

Rather early seventeenth century theater saw satirical comedies be Ben Jonson, tragicomedies , and kind of melodrama. As the terma satiric comedy, tragicomedy , and comedy of manners suggest, comedy was becoming more sophisticated, less dependent upon stock situations - like mistaken identity. The manners of the English upper class became the source of situations and of humor. Later the Restoration comedy fell into disfavor. Playwrights turned to sentimental comedy, in which the heroine attempts to reform the hero.

Generally spaeking, the prose of the seventeenth century was not used for imaginative literature. It was nonefiction-essays, histories, works about religious and science, and works reflecting a new interest in what was going on. Toward the end of the century , essays on literary criticism began to appear , and criticism became a kind of literature in itself.

The fiction exception mentioned above is John Bunyan's " Pilgrim's Progress". This is, in fact, a long prose work in which imaginary characters tell a story.

Some writers created prose for the growing bureaucracy , someproduced prose to the spirit of sgientific inquiry, some relaid on prose to persuade wide audiences to adopt certain religious and political convictions. And yet other writers turned to prose for their own eccntric reasons: Robert Burton wrote a brilliant, gloomy work called "The Anatomy of Melancholy"

The development of more modern - sounding prose reminds us that the Seventeenth century was in all ways a period of continuing exploration and experimentation- in politics, in religion, in science, and in literature.

THE EIGHTEENTH CENTURY.
The Glorious Revolution that brought William and Mary to England in 1688 had put limitations on the monarchy that would lead , over the centuries , to real democracy.

Eighteenth-century literature reflects the ideas and interests of the Age of Reason , the Age of Classicism, the Age of Elegance.Works show a sense of order and moderation; writers display their wit but not their heart and soul. Prose arguments are calm and logical; poems are carefully structured and often make classical allusions.

Eigteenth-century England is often called the Augustan Age , a reference to the prosperous Rome of Emperor Augustan, when great literature also thrived. Augustan literature is sometimes divided into two periods , each named for its most influential man of letters- the Age of Popoe and, after 1750, the Age ofJohnson.

Pope potrays this Classical -or Neoclassical- thinking is long poems such as Essay on Man", while in "The Rape of the lock" he mocks the foibles of "elegant" society. Pope's fellow Jonathan Swift wrote satire with a sharper edge: "Gulliver's Travels". He is also famous for satiric poems and essays.

Samual Johnson was the great man of letters. He is noted not only for what he wrote- the first great English Dictionary , among other things -but for what he believed and said. His witty ideas are captured by his friend James Boswell in "The Life of Samual Johnson", the first modem biography in England. In addition to Pope and Swift, talented Augustan poets include Matthew Prior, John Gay, Oliver Goldthmis and William Cowper.

Most eihgteenth century drama continues the traditions of Restoration playwrights. Sentimental tragedies were popular . They include John Gay's "Beggar's Opera" , A play with ballads, Oliver Goldsmith's "She Stoops to Conquer" and others.

The greatest achievements of Augustan literature were not in poetry or drama , but in prose. The age gave us England's first literary magazines,"The Tatler" and "The Spectatoe". They were produced by Joseph Addison and Richard Steel.

However, no prose acheivement can outshine the development of the long fictional prose work known as the NOVEL. Danial Defoe's "Robinsn Crusoe" was the first true novel. Popular types of early novels include the picaresque novel , a series of episodes about a such as Richardson's "Clarissa", the gothic novel, pioneered in England by Horace Walpole, and the novel of manners, witty society tales such as those by Fanny Bumey and Maria Edgeworth. So the novel began to take shape in the eighteenth century.

THE ANGLO-SAXON PERIOD.

English literature began as oral, not written, literature, with songs and poems celebrating heroes. These poems were passed on by minstrels, or scorps, who composed maany poems that praised Anglo-Saxon ideals such as: valor, honorand loyality to one's loir.

Through the songs of the scorps, the major battles and the feats of the tribe's heroes and kings were recited and remembered. Their poems often reflected the grim, war - ridden lives of the Anglo-Saxon people.

The earliest English story-poem to come down to us is about a hero called Beowolf. "Beowolf was composed about 700 by an unknown minstrels.It was composed in Old English, or Anglo-Saxon, a dialect of Germanic origin that is the ancestor of our present-day English and was brought to Britain by the Anglo-Saxons.

"Beowolf is an example of an epic poem about the achivements of a hero, often a national heroic figure.

Few of the othe poems of this period have survived. They were composed by monks in monasteries.

Written literature didn't exist in the British Isles until about the year 700.It first comes to our attention in the work of the most famous of the Anglo-Saxon monks Venerable Bede, authoe of "Ecclesiastical History of the English People".It was written in Latin.

The first notable written literature actually comosed in Old English came almost two centuries later when the remarkable Anglo-Saxon King Alfred the Great wrote his "Anglo-Saxon Chronicles", also a history, in the year 892.

The social organization, laws, and culture that he introduced ar e still evident in English culture today.

THE MEDIEVAL PERIOD.

In England the Medieval Period, also called the Middle Ages, began in a year that has become famose-1066. in that year the Normans, who had settled in what is now western France, defeated the Anglo-Saxons as the Battle of Hastings and earned for their leader the title William the Conqueror. Now England has a Norman king. STORYTELLING: Althouhg printing was now available, it would be centures before storytelling would take the form of novels. Nevertheless, the seeds of the novel and short story find rich ground in this period. Geoffrey Chaucer told short stories in verse, using a bright, new kind of English poetry influenced by European models as well as hewed from his own genuis.Thanks to Thomas Malory , the great English literary legend of King Arthur was printed in a version heavily influenced by the romantic notions of French storytellers.

The folk ballads are also a form of storytelling, although, unlike the writings of Chaucer and Malory , they were still composed orally. These ballads were not the work of professional poets - minstrels who performed for the entertainment of courts - but rather stories sung by common people gathering among friends and family in their cottages in the evening. These ballads contain storytelling techniques that, centures later, would be used by novelists.

DRAMA: Drama is a form of storytelling that seesms to have a life of its own. The idea of telling a story by acting it out seems to be a very ancient one.

Drama as public entertainment began in England in th Mdievel Period as religious ritual, in the form of mystery plays, or miracle plays, as they are usually called. The miracle play was developed by the Church in an attempt to instruct the literature in the miraculous stories.

The miracle play was followed by a somewhat different- the morality play, in which actors plated the roles of virtues and vices-patience, greed and so on. The most significan aspect of the morality play was that the conflict between the virtue and vice.

THE VICTORIAN AGE.

Queen Victoria was only eighteen when she ascended the throne, and she ruled not only the world's most powerful nation but also an empire extending to Canada, Australia and India, and parts of Afrca.

William Wordsworth became Queen Vctiria's poet, writing for state ocasions. At that time such poets as Alfred, Lord Tennyson, Robert Browning and his wife Elizabeth Barrett Browning were famouse -positive poets for a positive time. Other original pioetic geniuse oft he period include Matthew Arnold, Gerard Hopkins, Dante Rossetti- a poet and a painter, was at the center of a group that caaled t hemselves the Pre-Raphaelites.

Drama did not thrive during the Victorian Age. Tennyson and Browning tried to create poetic dramas. The high point of theatrical enjoyment was a series of light comic operas by William Gilbert, and Arthur sullivan.

A highly imaginative masterpiece of the Victorian Age was written as achildren's story. Charles Dodgson(Lewis Carrol) wrote "Alice's Adventures in Wonderland". Thomas Macaulay published his five-volume " History ofE ngland".

One innovation of Victorian novelists was Realism, which presented a detailed portrait of life in nineteenth-century England. Among the popular novelists is Charles Dickens, whose works combined social criticism with comedy. William Thackeray was a satirist of the morality and the manners of English middle class. Today many of the novels by Thomas Hardy, Arthur Conan Doyle, Bram Stoker are still read and enjoyed, and they also provide us with much of our knoledge of life and thought during the age of Queen Victoria.

THE ROMANTIC AGE.

The intellectuals who lived from 1798 to about 1837 knew there was something unique and rdamatic about their times, even if no one officially named the period of the Romantic Age until much later in the 1800s.

The literary movement called Romanticism represented the renewal of progressive thought and emotion.The Romantic Age in English literature begins in 1798 with the publication of "Lyrical Ballads", the product of a great creative collaboration between the poets William Wordsworth and Samual Tailor Coleridge. With respect to poetic form, they advocated using natural, ordinary speech over the formal, stylized diction of the 1700s.The Romantic poets regarded nature in a fresh light, paid greater attantion to the works of Shakespeare, Spenser and Milton .

The essence of the English Romantic Age is contained in the works of five poets- Wordsworth and Coleridge constituting the so-called first generation of Romantic poets, and Percy Bysshe Shelley, Lord Byron, and John Keats composing the second generation.

Drama did not flourish diring the Romantic Age. Still, some of the Romantic poets wrote so-called closet drama, poetic drama to be read rather than produced. Among the better known plays of this type was Shelley's tragedy "The Cenci", Byron's "Manfred" and Coleridge's "Remorse".

The gothic novel became increasingly popular during the Romantic Age. The most famous novel published during this time was "Frankenstein" , written by Mary Shelley.

Two of the most popular and respected novelists in English literature were Sir. Walter Scott, wrote novels of adventure, and Jane Austen.

Walter Scott is considered to be a father of the historical novel. Reflecting the Romantic interest in the past, he set manny of his novels in England and Scotland of old.

Jane Austen novels were different from Scott's . Her plots concerned domestic situations, with sensitivity and manners dominant. Her most famouse novel is "Pride and Prejudice". Realistic in tone, graceful and deliberately decorouse in the fashion of the novel ofmanneras.
ELIZABETHIAN AGE.
When Henry the VII , a Tudor, became king of England in 1485, he was starting a new royal line. His defeat of Richard III and his mattiage to a member of the House of York had ended the civil war known as the Wars of the Roses, and he could perhaps predict the time of peace and progress . Luck, wisdom, and monumental forces were at work to produce the golden age that was to come to England by the late 1500s.Beginning in Italy the Renaissance was a period that saw reborn in Europe the interest in science, art and all learning.All this flurry and creativity made its way to the court of Elizabeth I.

The Elizabethan Age is an age of poetry. It was the golden age of Shakespeare. One new fact about the poets and writers is that almost all of them saw the writing of literature as thier primary work in life.The form of poetry and drama was changed : unlike the long storytelling poems of the Middle Ages , lyric poetry- poetry dealing with the emotions of the poet- was short, intricate , intellectual, and rigorous in form. The sonnet, was a popular form, and love was a popular topic.

The poetic drama was also very different. The meeting of poetry and drama in English literature - in plays of William Shakespeare, Christopher Marlower, John Lyiy, Ben Jonson and John Ddryden was glorious.Drama, poetic had obviously developed in many ways.

Ralph Roister Doister was the first true comedyof the period. It was written by Nicholas Udall.

These vearrs saw a happy combination of the great literary accomplishment of abcient Greece and Rome , the soaring poetry of Elizabethan England , the young professional playwrights, and a new, cheering, theater-going public.

THE TWENTIETH CENTURY.

While the empire was shrinking, Britain- now officially known as the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland- made great changes affecting the everyday life of English men, women and children.

Modern literature is characterized by great differences fromrfi the past in both form and content. Writers were creating a new way of seeing the world of expressing feelings about it. The deveelopment of psychology brought psychological realism into literature. The subject matter of literature chonged too. With the shocks of the wars technological advances and great social fredom writers realised that they should write aboout anythig.

W.H. Auden, Stephen Spender and Luuis MacNeice important poets of the 1930- suggested that the wodrld could be improved . After decades of innovation , poets since World War II have been free to develop in many different directions.As a result, contemporary poetry ranges from Thorn Gunn's use ofnonpoetic language ans subject matter to Ted Hughes's fascination with animals, from Charles Tomlinson's abstract images to Geoffrey Hill's new uses of myths.

Drama in modern Britain strives. Several major playwrights ( William Yeats, John Singe, Bernard Shaw, Eliot, Harold Pinter) an dtheatrical movements , many accomplished actors and innovative directors have established Britaain's theatres as models for the world.

Most of the greatast English writers in this century were novelists:

Virginia Woolf"Mrs. Dallowat", Josef Conrad "Lord Jim". Woolf ,Conrad and Lawrence explored new territory for fiction.In this respect no writer can match Irish novelis James Joyce and his "Ulysses".

Foster, Galsworthy, Aldous Huxley, Ford, Snow, Graham Green produced short stories.

In the space age the world seems to be smaller place . Nevertheless literaturew remains a malor source of understanding and entertainment. People continue to look to British literature for a glorious tradition that is still growing and sseking new directions.

POETRY.

Poetry is a type of literature in which the sound and meaning of language are combined to create ideas and feelings. The first part of “Break, Break, Break”, a poem by the English poet Lord Tennyson that was first published in 1842, helps show how poetry does this:

Break, break, break,
On thy cild grey stones, O Sea!
And I would that my tongue could utter
The thoughts that arise in me.

In these four lines Tennyson reflects on the conection between the sea and himself. The sea breaks upon the rocks much as the poet’s thoughts seem to break upon his tongue before he can explain how he feels. This connection between the sea and the poet is reinforced by the fact that “Sea” rhymes with “me”. In addition, the two lines about the sea and the two lines about the poet have the same three – beat rhythm. Tennyson could have directly stated how he felt by something like:”I wish I could tell you how rotten I feel today”. By using poetry, however, Tennyson helped his readersboth understand and feel how he felt.

PROSE.

Prose is the language of everyday speech and writing. It is also one of the two major forms of literary expression. The other is poetry. Letters and newspapers and magazine articles are written in prose. So are biographies, essays, histories, novels, and a majority of plays. Most prose, unlike much poetry, has no regular metre. Prose also lacks rhythm, which is feature of many poems. However, prose writers often use such poetic devices alliteration, and some writers compose highly rhythmical prose. In many cases, a reader cannot clearly distinguished between prose and poetry.

Prose style range from simple to complex. For hundreds of years, writers and literary critics have argued about the ideal prose style. For examle, Francis Bacon, an English author of the early 1600’s , favoureda simple, clear, straightforward style of writing. He composed short sentences with few adjectives. On the other hand, Sir Thomas Browne, an English author of the mid – 1600’s, preferred to use a richer, more elegant prose style. He wrote graceful, rhythmic sentences that sounded poetic.

THE ANTHOLOGY OF ENGLISH LITERATURE.

Epic poetry "Beowulf, Bede "EcclesiastialHistory of the Enlglish Peo-ple; lyric poetry.
Major authors and work expended: Geoffrey Chauser, with a new Cantrbury Tale, Piers Plowman, with Passus 18, Sir Thomas Malory, with more of the Morte Darthur. New authors arc Bede and the spirited Margery Kempe, while The York Play of the Crucifixion joins our plays.
The major authors especially strengthened: Sir Philip Sidney ,with many new Astrophil and Stella sonnets, central additions to A Defence ofPo-esy and passages from the Arcadia; Fdmund Spenser, with notably, the essential cantos of The Faerie Queene, Book 3. All the great poets, from Sir Thomas Wyatt to Thomas Campion, are represented with additional, needed poems, while seven new poets, from Arthur Golding to Lady Mary Wroth, give further luster to the age's lyric achieve-ments.Similary, new prose by, aamong others. Sir Walter Ralegh, Roger Ascham, John Lyiy, and Aemilia Lanyer provides a larger overview.
Some 900 lines are added to John Milton's paradise lost, permitting stronger study of the "psychological Milton". Other major poets- especially John Donne, Ben Jonson, George Hrbert, and Robert herrick-heve been reviewed, and fresher poems found. The aims of the period's prose writers are now clearer, with more central selections from major writers and the addition of others, including, for example. Lady Anne Halkett and Dorothy Osbome.
William Congreve's masterwork The Way of the World has been restored , and Samuel Johnson's Rasselas is now complete. New poems by Anne Finch, Mathew Prior, John Gray and James Thompson, and new prose by Samuel Pepys, Daniel Defoe, and the newly anthologized Mary Astell.
Two major poets especially expanded: William Blake, with new selections, notably The Visio of the Daughters of Albion; William Wordsworth, whose Prelude is re- excerpted to offer more extended passages. Prose is more fully represented, with new esseys by William Hazlitt, Charles Lamb and Thomas Love Peacock, together with more of John Keats's letters, more of Mary Wollstonecraft's Vindication of the Rights of Woman and more of Percy Bysshe Shelley's Defence of Poetry.
Elizabeth Borrett Browning, Emily Bronte and Christina Rossetti now have a sufficient number and variety of poems, to enable them to be taught on a par with their male contamporaries.New poems by Robert Browning and Dante gabrial Rossetti; Gerard Manley Hopkins is now re-sen as a poet of Victorian Age.
More central poems have been selected for all the modernists, from Thomas Hardy to Dylan Thomas, while Joseph Conrad and James Joyce may be taught more fully with, respectively. Heart of Darkness and The Dead. George Orwell is illuminated by his Politics and the English Language and Virginia Woolfby her memoir, Moments of Being. Two essential new plays are Samual Beckett's Happy Days and Tom Stop-pard's The real Inspector Hound.A new section, "Poetry of World War the Second", parallels the revised "Poetry of World War the First". Contemporary, short fiction is by Edna O'Brien and Susan Hill, while newer poetry is finely reflected not only by additional poems for con-tamporary poets alrcdy in the anthology, from Philip Larkin to Seamus Heaney, but by the fresh inclusion ofDerck Walcott, Tony Harrison, Graig Rain and James Fenton.

 What kind of tree are you

THEME: WHAT KIND OF TREE ARE YOU?

Цель: Содействие наиболее полному удовлетворению познавательных и творческих и духовных потребностей учеников, через знакомство с деревьями, как жизненной формой растительности и культурой друидов.

Познавательный аспект: Целостное и комплексное восприятие природы как живой единой неотъемлемой от человека системы “Человек и природа”. Учебный аспект: провести практику монологической речи и чтения, изучить лексику по темам “Деревья”, “Черты характера”.

Развивающий аспект: Развивать память, беглость и гибкость речи.

Воспитательный аспект: Прививать учащимся чувство любви и бережного отношения к окружающей среде, формирование нравственных качеств.

Данный сценарий можно использовать на кружковых занятиях как дополнительный материал на экологические темы с уровнем языковой подготовки учащихся 7-8-ых классов образовательной школы.

Ход урока
1. Teacher: Good afternoon, boys and girls. Glad to see you. Take your seats, please. The theme of today’s trip is Nature Study, Trees. The more we study the Natural World the more we study ourselves. First of all let’s remember what a tree is.

Pupil 1: In the dictionary we can find such definition. A tree is a plant, which has a trunk, branches and leaves. A tree lives longer than any other plant. Look at the picture of the tree and you will see. The body of the tree is called its trunk. Many branches grow from the trunk. Some of them go up into the air, some go down into the ground. They are called roots. A tree eats and drinks with its roots, and breathes through the leaves.

Pupil 2: In winter most trees have no leaves. They have little brown buds. When the warm sun comes in spring, these buds open and the leaves come out of them.

Teacher: There are many kinds of trees. Do you remember them? Look at this box. There are different kinds of leaves in it. Try to guess the tree. What is it?

Pupil 3: This is the leaf from the Oak-tree. (Nut-tree, Apple-tree, Poplar, Willow, Birch, Lime, Maple, Rowan).

Teacher: There are a few branches in the box. Look at them. They have no leaves, they have thin needles. Some needles are long, others are short. Will you guess the trees.

Pupil 4: We call them evergreen trees, because Fir-trees, Pine-trees and Cedars are green in summer and in winter. This branch is from the Fir-tree, because the needles are short and they grow separately one from another. That branch is from the Pine-tree, because its needles are long and grow together 2 needles in one bunch. The Cedar branch has long needles, 5 needles in one bunch.

Teacher: Good. Thanks. Now you will read the text and then you will answer the question. (Вопрос написан на доске). Why some trees are evergreen?

Why Some Trees Are Evergreen

The cold days of winter had come, but one little bird could not go with the other birds to the warm south. His wing was broken. And now he was alone in the cold world of frost and snow.

“The forest looks warm,” thought the little bird. ‘‘I shall ask one of the trees if I can live in its branches till spring.’’ So the little bird hopped along till it came to a beautiful birch-tree.

‘’Beautiful Birch-Tree”, said the little bird, “my wing is broken. May I live in your branches?’’

“No, no, Little Bird, I am sorry for you, but I am not very strong,” said the birch-tree.

“Well, the oak-tree is bigger and stronger,” thought the little bird. “I shall ask the oak to help me.” And the little bird hopped to the oak. 

“Big Oak,” said the little bird, “you are so strong. My wing is broken. I could not fly away with my friends. May I live in your branches till spring-time?”

“Till spring-time?’’ said the oak. “That is a long time. I have to think of my acorns. I am sorry, but I can’t help you.”

“Maybe the willow will be kinder to me,” thought the little bird. “I shall go and ask her.”

The little bird hopped along till he came to the willow. “Kind Willow,” said the little bird. “My wing is broken. I could not fly away with the other birds. So I am alone. May I stay with you till spring?’’ “I am sorry for you, poor Little Bird,” said the willow. “But I must rest in the winter. I can’t help you. Maybe some other tree can do so.”

At that moment the little bird heard a voice, “Come to me, Little Bird. You may stay with me all winter. Here is the branch where my leaves are thickest.”

It was the fir-tree. A pine-tree stood nearby. It heard the bird’s story too. So the pine-tree said, “I shall help you to keep warm when the North wind comes, poor Little Bird.”

Soon the North wind began to blow and the birch-tree, the oak and the willow stood bare. All their leaves were on the ground. But the North wind did not blow the leaves off the fir- and the pine-trees. They were kind to the little bird. And since that time all the pine- and fir-trees are evergreen. They keep their green leaves all winter.

Teacher: Now answer the question.

Pupil 5: The pine- and fir- trees are evergreen, because they were kind to the little bird and the North wind didn’t blow the leaves off them. They keep their green leaves in summer and in winter.

Teacher: Very good. Thank you. Now let’s work in-groups. The first group we’ll call ‘’Roots’’, the other will be “Leaves’’ and the third group we call “Branches’’. Every team should find the names of the trees in Word Search. Who will be the quickest?

Игра всегда предполагает принятие решения – как поступить, что сказать, как выиграть. Это обостряет мыслительную деятельность учащихся. Развивающее значение игры заложено в самой ее природе, ибо игры – это всегда эмоции, а там, где эмоции, – там активность, там внимание и воображение, там работает мышление. 

“Звездный час” – заключительный урок по теме “США”, цель которого систематизировать и проверить знания студентов, привить интерес к изучению иностранного языка. Форма урока подсказана телепередачей “Звездный час”. Я попыталась создать атмосферу этой передачи. На доске и на стендах были “экраны” с заданиями для каждого тура, тумбочки для участников игры, указатели с номерами ответов. За каждый правильный ответ участники получали звездочки, и итог подводился по количеству заработанных звезд. Двое участников, набравших наибольшее количество звезд, выходят в финал и участвуют в блицтурнире, который выявляет победителя игры. Участники заработавшие

от 22 до 25 звезд, получают оценку “5”
от 18 до 21 – “4”
от 13 до 17 – “3”.

В игре принимают участие 5 основных игроков и 5 болельщиков. После каждого тура участник, набравший наименьшее количество звезд, выходит из основной игры, но имеет право продолжать зарабатывать звезды, отвечая на вопросы.

Игра начинается с представления участников, которые должны не только рассказать о себе, но и приготовить “подарок” (возможна помощь болельщика). Это может быть кроссворд по теме “США”, стихотворение на английском языке, песня, инсценирование и т.д. 

Игра состоит из трех туров. Первый тур называется “Общая информация о стране” и включает в себя три задания: “География”, “Названия штатов”, “Американский английский”.

Второй тур “История” ставит целью проверить знания по истории США (“Даты”), развивает навыки аудирования при прослушивании текстов (“Праздники”), навыков устной речи , рассказывая об известных американцах (“Известные люди”). 

Третий тур “По городам” предполагает развитие навыков устной речи и чтения при выполнении заданий “Города” и “Достопримечательности”

Блицтурнир развивает навыки аудирования, позволяет проконтролировать знания студентов, выявить победителя игры.

Во время заключительного этапа урока проводится анализ знаний и умений студентов, выставляются оценки за работу на уроке, подводится итог урока. Победитель игры награждается “медалью”, все участники игры получают миникнижку “Америка” на английском языке, которая поможет в занимательной форме систематизировать знания по США.

“Alaska”
Alaska is a place of contrasts. Most of Alaska is still a wild frontier, yet you can also find skyscraper apartment houses. An Eskimo puts out to sea in a whaleskin boat, but the boat may be powered by an outdoor motor. And a dog team pulls a sled over snow and ice – hurrying to a modern airport. Alaska is not all snow and ice, however, even in winter. And in summer, the temperature in Fairbanks sometimes soars to 100 degrees F. Here truck gardens grow strawberries as big as plums, and the shining until late evening – can give you a sunburn.
The most northerly point in U. S. is Point Barrow. Here from May through July, you can fish all night by the light of the midnight sun.
Alaska is big – twice as big as Texas. North America’s highest mountain is in Alaska - Mt. McKinley. Malaspina Glacier is as big as Rhode Island. And there is a volkano with a crater six miles across. This volcano Aniakchak, is near the valley of Ten Thousand Smokes. Steam and smoke puffing from creates all over this strange valley make it look like some giant’s kitchen.
Salmon fishing is the most important industry, but gold is what comes to mind when most people think of Alaska. With the discovery of gold in the late 1800s prospectors poised into Alaska’s wilderness. Many of them settled there.
Today Alaska produces more platinum that any other state. Alaskans cut timber for their pump mills, pump oil from under the sea, and produce many beautiful furs.

“Anchorage”. 

Anchorage or “Los Anchorage”, as some rural residents call it, is “big city” Alaska. Hardly isolated, Anchorage boasts two daily newspapers, semi-professional baseball and basketball teams, frequent performances by internationally known orchestras and pop stars, dramatic theater, light opera, and the busiest fast-food joints in the north.
Only 80 years ago, Anchorage was a wilderness area. The city grew up around its railroads in 1914, and has since seen a steady flow of trains, pioneers, and oil. Anchorage remains the state’s center of commerce. Each year its international airport hosts millions of passengers, who drop by en route to East Asia after hours of flying over unsettled wilderness and ocean. Perhaps the most remarkable fact about Anchorage is that everything – the glass and steel of the buildings, the food and merchandise of the well- stocked supermarkets and department stores – arrives here the same way people do: via a tortuous 1500-mile road an expensive air journey, or by barge or container ship across one of the roughest seas in the world.
Watching over Anchorage from Cook Inlet is Mount Susitna, known to locals as the Sleeping Lady. For a fabulous view of the lady, as well as the rest of the mountains that from the magnificent backdrop for Anchorage’s ever-growing skyline, drive out to Earthquakes Park. The park was ones of fashionable neighborhood, but now recalls the disastrous effects of the Good Friday earthquake in 1964, a day Alaskans refer to as Black Friday. Registering at 8,6 on the former Richter Scale (9,2 on the current scale), it is the strongest earthquake ever recorded in North America.
While downtown, stop in at the Anchorage Museum of History and Art. The museum is features permanent exhibits of Alaskan native artifacts and art, as well as Thursday night Alaska wilderness film series (7 pm). To get a sense of the impact of Alaska’s oil wealth, admire the museum’s 93,000 – square-foot building. Wildlife displace including more than 20 animal mounts are housed in the Alaska Wildlife and Natural History Museum. Inside, gaze at the immensity of a lily-white, taxidermic polar bear. The free hourly movie Animals and a Pipeline captures some astonishing wildlife footage, all of which was taken within a few hundred years of the Alaskan pipeline.
To see real honest-to-goodness Alaskan wildlife, visit the Alaska Zoo. Say hi to Binky the bear and other orphaned Alaskan fauns.
No less spectacular is the Alaska Experience Theater, where brown bears and native dances come alive on the inner surface of a hemispherical dome. 

ПРИЛОЖЕНИЕ 3.

Alaska’s Capital City.
Juneau, Alaska’s capital is the largest city in the region. It has about 29,000 residents. Juneau and its sister city of Douglas across Gastineau Channel stretch along the shore at the foot of mountains. Mendenhall Glacier, about 12 miles from town, is the only glacier in Southeast Alaska that can be reached by car.
The city started with gold mining in1880. Later it was a stop-off for stampeders headed to Skagway for the Klondike Gold Rush. Now government and tourism are the main employers.
Sins Juneau is the capital for Alaska, it is called “the seat of government.” The elected head of Alaska, the governor, has offices and a home in Juneau.
Certain other Alaskans from all regions of the state are elected to travel to Juneau in the winter and spring. These people from the legislature, or the group that makes laws for the state. Using satellite television, faxes, computers, and other modern communications, these legislators keep a balance so there are jobs and the environment is safe at the same time.

Eternal Problem of “Fathers and Sons”
When studying in school I was surprised to hear such words from my best friend: “I never say anything about my private life to my parents; they have no interest in me. They never notice if I’m happy or crying; they don’t think whether I need a piece of advice, or need to share my joys and sorrows. When I tried to discuss my problems, they were always too busy to listen to “rubbish” which isn’t worth paying attention to. My friend was really depressed about her relations with her relatives and I had no words to help her. It was a kind of shock to me: how can these people be so indifferent to their child? How can their dearest child be left to the mercy of fate?!

Parents have always been the most loved and nearest people since birth. When a new person is born, it’s a great occasion for everybody in his family. And your first steps, first attempts to communicate, and first experience in spelling words – all the important moments of your life – happen only thanks to a mother who is always near you. Her heart fills with joy when she sees you making progress in studying and achieving good results in your life.

All this seems to be a wonderful tale. But what has changed during the last 10–20 years? Children now are more independent, more confident in solving problems on their own. We are slowly become alienated from you family – a teenager who has spoilt his relations with his parents is usual, even typical, nowadays. Think: who would you like to tell about your problems – your friends or your parents? Of course, a friend knows more about you than your relatives; he or she is closer to you. Is the eternal problem of “fathers and sons” a characteristic feature of Russian family relations?

In today difficult situation in Russia, everybody relies on himself and never waits for help. There is no other country in the world like Russia, where nobody can predict what will happen tomorrow, where the government lives one life, and citizens another. We can’t control our future – and try to adapt to the existing Russian system.

Comparing our family relations with those in the USA, we come to the conclusion: how the state power treats us is reflected in people’s attitudes to each other. Every father in America dreams about the splendid future of his son, his successful career as a sportsman, singer, diplomat, or even as president. How much time they devote to their children!

And we? – we send them to a grandmother, an aunt, or some other relative, who is eager to look after a kid. It’s clear: in the USA parents have fewer problems getting money, they live in better conditions, and their living standard is much higher than ours. What are our parents busy with? They earn money, supporting their family is the meaning of their lives. And if we look at remote regions (far from the capital), we’ll be shocked by the miserable wages. Teachers’ salaries and doctors fees (in Moscow it’s not much higher). People there are too worried about fighting for survival to spend time and communicate with their child. At best the mother or father exchanges a few words with him before going to bed, and it’s enough after a long working day.

Parents are always absent, and who will show the best way of, for example, entertainment. Nobody can guarantee that your little boy or girl won’t start smoking at an early age. On the most awful – taking drugs. It’s good when there are grandmothers and grandfathers to control a teenager; but what to do if there are none? The world seems so beautiful to us, Muscovites, who have access to higher education, places of interest, and every kind of entertainment. We don’t even have an idea of the dull, monotonous life in the suburbs and villages!

It’s a great question to think over. I don’t want to just say that the USA is better to live in; but I went to show that in such a situation in Russia, only we can change the relationship between children and their parents. We must try to be more patient attentive to the family, especially to little kids. Let’s dream about our children, and use all means to realize these dreams and to make them well–known stars in sport, TV, etc. Everything depends only on us!

Ребята! На прошлых уроках мы с вами начали знакомство с клавиатурой, и вы заметили, что кнопки клавиатуры имеют английские названия. Вот вам и первая встреча с английским языком на уроке информатики. А таких встреч будет очень много, почти на каждом шагу. Уже в 3 четверти мы с вами будем работать с программой, которая тоже имеет английское название. 11. T: So if you want to buy a cassette, a record or other products of this kind you go to a music shop. Imagine that you are in a music shop. (Разыгрывание диалога) [2]

12. T: This girl has bought a cassette with the songs of the group “Red Alert”. If I’m not mistaken it’s a rock-group. But do you know the history of rock-music? Some students in your class are ready to speak about it. (Учащиеся рассказывают об истории рок-музыки). [5] 

In the fifties in pop music of the USA rock’n’roll appeared. It was based on the Afro-American style rhythm and blues. But many people in the USA and even state authorities began to fight against rock’n’roll. Many senators, priests, public figures and teachers were against the new style of music because they didn’t want the white young people to mix with the black ones.

One of the pioneers of rock’n’roll was a young talented lorry-driver from Memphis Elvis Presley. His family wasn’t rich and he never learned to play a musical instrument. But he had a charming voice and a nice manner of singing. He gave many concerts, made a lot of long-playing records which were sold out very quickly, took part in TV and radio shows. He became very popular and very rich.

We have all grounds to say that Elvis Presley is considered to be the king of rock’n’roll.

Let’s listen to one of his songs.
At the end of the fifties - at the beginning of the sixties rock’n’roll became the phenomenon of mass culture. Many businessmen did their best to draw people’s attention to this kind of music: it was broadcasted over the radio, TV; a lot of new records of different singers were made. At first rock’n’roll music was about the youth’s problems but then the singers began to sing about love and everyday life. And a new type of music appeared on the basis of rock’n’roll. It was pop, a typical example of mass culture.

Meanwhile in Britain a new musical style was formed. It was called “British rock” or simply ”beat”.

Speaking about British beat-music we can’t but mention the city of Liverpool. Beat-music was called “Mersey-beat” there. The most typical example of Mersey-beat is the famous group “The Beatles”.

The Beatles, the first really important British pop group was formed by John Lennon, Paul McCartney, George Harrison and Ringo Starr. They came from Liverpool, a town in the north of England. The Beatles had their first hit record in 1962. They gave concerts in Germany and America where they had even greater success.

After 1965 the Beatles worked mostly on films and albums (long-playing records).In the sixties they created successful records and interesting films. The Beatles were very popular especially with the youth. Beatlemania was the word used to describe the reaction of fans all over the world.

In 1970 the group split up. Yet Lennon and McCartney– and the Beatles ? produced some of the most famous pop songs ever.

Let’s sing the song “Yesterday”.
The years of 1967 – 1968 were the flourishing years for rock music. A great role in it was played by the “underground”, an informal unity of actors, musicians, writers, artists. At that time there were such underground groups as “Pink Floyd”, “Soft Machine”, “Purple Gang” and others.

A typical rock-group had the following set of instruments: one or two electric guitars, a bass guitar and the drums. One of the main characteristic features of a rock-group is that the texts and music of the songs were composed by the members of the group. 

There is no denying the fact that jazz and classical music greatly influenced rock music. Some rock musicians composed music to be played by a rock-group together with the symphony orchestra. Such a style of music was called art-rock. One of the groups that had the experience of performing music together with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra was “Deep Purple”.

Now listen to the song of this group.
In the seventies teenagers lost their interest in rock-music and were carried away by music of the disco-style. No doubt you’ve heard the names of such groups as “Boney M”, “ABBA”, and many others.

Let's listen to a piece of music of this style.
Then at the end of the seventies young people became interested in the new style of hard rock which was called “heavy metal”. The musicians behaved very strangely on the stage: they jumped, ran, moved their bodies and did other strange things.

It should be taken into account that in the 1980s and 1990s young people got interested in the new rock culture. It was electronic rock and pop music. The representatives of this style performed rather professional and serious music. We can mention such groups as “The Human League”, “Depeche Mode” and others. There is no denying the fact that the appearance of video music contributed much to the spreading of this kind of music.

To finish all up I must say that there are many musicians and singers who have been popular with different people both young and not so young for many years. Paul McCartney, Michael Jackson, “The Rolling Stones”, “Status Quo”, “U-2” and many others are among them.

13. T: Thank you very much for your stories.

15. T: I think you agree that we can’t live without music and it helps us in various situations in our life. People are happy because they have music. Let’s finish our lesson with the song of the Swedish group “ABBA”- “Thank you for the music”

PUPIL 5 : This group was formed at the end of the 50s. John, Paul, George, Ringo were amazing and talented boys who made an unique contribution to music and it made a revolution in pop history. The boys composed for the youth.

Their songs seemed more musical and more exciting than others.

PUPIL 6 : The new British sound was heard, it was very different from the Atlantic.

This was the Liverpool “beat music’’ _ the expression meant pop music with a strong rhythm. Situated in the Industrial Black Country, Liverpool was not a place to visit. It was known as one of the largest ports. Only then it became world famous as the birthplace of the new pop culture which swept across most of the countries of the world.

PAUL McCARTNEY 

At the end of 1999,Paul McCartney was performing rock’ n’ roll songs at the Cavern Club in Liverpool, the industrial city in the north of England where he first became famous. Only 300 invited guests were able to see him at the Cavern, but three million watched the concert via the Internet.

He was an ordinary teenager of seventeen when in 1957 he met John Lennon, who was two years older.

They both loved rock’ n’ roll. Three years later, with two other young musicians, they formed The Beatles. The group played in Liverpool, then went on to tour in Hamburg, Germany. Soon the four Beatles with their unusual hair styles were famous. In 1962 everyone was singing Love Me Do and the following year, She Loves You, Yeah, Yeah, Yeah. Lennon and McCartney were the group’s songwriters and they played guitars, together with George Harrison. Ringo Starr was the drummer.

Their music was new and enormously popular. They were stars, with millions of fans all over the world. When they arrived at Kennedy Airport to begin a tour of the United States in 1964, more than three thousand teenagers were waiting for them, screaming and crying in delight. Throughout the 1960s they went on making hits. In 1967, when the recording of All You Need is Love was transmitted worldwide as part of the first global TV link ‘Our World’. 400 million people were watching. In 1969 they made Abbey Road but the following year The Beatles broke up. Lennon went on writing. He wrote peace songs like Imagine and Give Peace a Chance. In 1980, tragically, he was murdered.

Paul McCarney’s name and fame continued to grow with his new group, Wings. His 1977 song Mull of Kintyre became the biggest-selling British single. In 1990 he performed in Rio de Janeiro in front of the largest paying audience of all time.

The Beatles revolutionized pop music. More than thirty years later in the Cavern Club, Paul McCartney was remembering those exciting early days.

Let’s start our unusual lesson “English and literature. Theme of it is “The Picture of Oscar Wilde”. So today we are going to speak about Oscar Wilde, a mysterious writer, who did not find any recognition during his life. More then one hundred years have passed since his death and Wilde’s plats, novel, poems and fairy-tales are translated in different languages, people read them and find them interesting. To know some facts from Oscar Wilde’s biography I want you to imagine England at the end of the 19th century.
Let’s look in one rich house, make acquaintance with its inhabitants and listen to their talk.

Olive: Yes, but I like tedious, practical subjects. What I don’t like are tedious, practical people. There is wide difference. Miss: It goes without saying, my dear. The whole thing is that I’ve found smth, more interesting for me – poetry. Those rhymes are like music. Listen!

Well, if my heart must break p.122
Dear live, for your sake,
It will break in music, I know,
Poets hearts break so.

Lord Goring has just arrived from France, besides Oscar is his friend. Lord: I’m full of interesting information I feel like the latest edition of a newspaper. I want to say that Oscar is a wonderful companion, but a strange person. He is a master of witty paradox and picturesque descriptions. 

Olive: Ah! I’m eager to know everything about him. Where is he from? What are his parents? Lord: He is the son of a well-known Irish doctor and scientist and his mother is a wonderful and educated woman, a poetess who published many poems. Miss: Oh, I see. Evidently, he has received a very good education. Lord: Right! He began his education at Trinity College in Dublin and graduated from Oxford in 1878. Sir: Hmt I’m not interested in poetry. It’s so dull to my mind. Lord: He writes not only poems, but fairy tales, plays, critical essays and even a novel. His works are never very deep, but always very clever and vivid in style. Miss: Quite seriously. I want to talk with you about his plays. Recently I’ve read that he turned to drama and wrote a comedy “A Woman of No Importance” for the theatre in Paris. Sir: Oh, oh, oh. I’m going to France. Im mediately. Olive: Humpht Never know when you are serious or not.

Lord: My dear sir Robert! It would be wonderful Oscar’s plays “The Importance of Being Earnest” and “An Ideal Husband” are on the stage in Paris. Olive: I’ve heard he is very handsam. Is it really so? Lord! Extremely! Besides he pays great attention to beauty. His creative work is based upon the words “Art for Art’s sake”. Miss: Oh, his works are so modern now. Sir: Nothing is so dangerous as being too modern. One is apt to grow old-fashioned quite suddenly. Olive: My dear sir Robert! I can’t believe you are speaking using paradoxes. I think this is the influence of Oscar Wilde! Sir: May be. May be. He is the king of paradoxes.

Бледное, бескровное лицо, широкие скулы, ни признака растительности, хотя в ту пору модными были пышные усы и бороды эспаньолки. Из-под тяжёлых век смотрят тёмно-серые, всегда прячущие в себе иронию глаза. Длинные, вьющиеся волосы свободно спадают до крепких, как у грузчика, плеч. В толпе он возвышается над прохожими чуть ли не на голову, но привлёк бы внимание, будь и обычного роста: изысканной небрежностью костюма, перстнем в форме скарабея – древние египтяне почитали этого жука воплощением солнечного божества, - и неизменной фиалкой в петлице. Записные остроумы состязались в издёвках по его адресу, о нём поются сатирические куплеты: Я поэтичен, ах, я эстетичен, Нарциссу вправду я сродни”. Ему нравилось озадачивать всех эксцентричностью суждений, поведения, поступков. Прогуливаясь по Пикадили, он заходит в лавку цветочника, выставившего изящные примулы, и просит снять их с витрины. “Прикажите доставить домой, сер?”- “Нет, просто уберите из окна, по-моему, они устали на солнце”. Однако большая часть уайльдовских парадоксов – это отнюдь не эффектные побрякушки, украшающие платье красноречия, и за их шокирующей абстрактностью скрываются суждения оригинального и проницательного ума. Как говорит один из героев романа “Портрет Дориана Грея”, “правда жизни открывается нам именно в форме парадоксов”. Попробуем приобщиться к этой правде. В качестве домашнего задания вы писали сочинение-миниатюру. Вы должны были доказать или опровергнуть мысли писателя. “Только внешнее и поверхностное долго таиться в душе, самое глубокое скоро выходит наружу”. “Те, что видят различие между душой и телом, не имеют ни тела, ни души”.

От обыденной жизни буржуазного общества, где царит несправедливость, писатель отстранялся и уходил в обитель красоты. Вместе с тем Уайльд лишает красоту нравственного начала, проповедует гедонизм. Ему принадлежит и парадоксальная мысль, полностью отвергающая прагматический взгляд на искусство (аморализм). Моральные истины хороши, но искусство не есть проповедь, оно говорит образами, оно особый мир”. Парадоксально и другое высказывание Оскара Уайльда: “Нет книг нравственных или безнравственных. Есть книги, хорошо написанные и написанные плохо”.
Но взгляды писателя противоречивы. Особенно рельефно эти противоречия обнаруживаются в романе “Портрет Дориана Грея” (1891г.). Писатель строит образы, сюжетные эпизоды в соответствии со своими принципами: искусство выше жизни, наслаждение важнее всего, красота выше морали. Однако система и развитие сюжета раскрывают ложность этих идей.

Доклад на английском языке о романе “Портрет Дориана Грея”
Our literary scholar, Igor, has prepared a report about the most famous literature work of O. Wilde, his novel “The Picture of Dorian Gray”. (Ученик делает сообщение, предварительно ознакомив учащихся с новой лексикой, заранее выписанной на доску).
O. Wilde’s prose fiction reveals the contradiction between his theory and his literary work. His novel “The picture of Dorian Grey” and his fairy-tales show that man’s chief purpose in life cannot be looking for pleasure and that to be good more important then to be beautiful. “The picture of Dorian Gray” is a psychological study of the gradual degradation of an innocent and inexperienced roan. It is concentrated round problems of art and reality. The three main characters – Dorian Gray” a young and brilliant nobleman, his friend, the painter Basil Hallward and the cynical Lord Henry – discuss the problems of art and reality of beauty and morality. To Basil beauty is a sourse of inspiration and creative work. His portrait of Dorian Gray is a masterpiece. Looking at the picture Dorian exclaims “I shall grow old and horrible and dreadful. But the picture will remain young. If it were only the other way. I would give my soul for that. Youth is the only thing worth having”. Dorian’s wish comes true. Years pass, his face remains young and beautiful, but the portrait change, it became the reflection of Dorian’s soul. He lives only for pleasure, he leads an immortal life. Under Lord Henry’s influence he becomes a selfish and cruel dandy who commits terrible crimes. The portrait shows a cynical aged and corrupted man. Dorian wants to get rid of the picture and stabs it. That is the last if his crimes. He falls dawn on the floor with a knife in his heart, miserable old man wrinkled and loathsome of visage. But upon the wall is again hanging a splendid portrait in all its original beauty.

Идея “искусство выше жизни” заключена в сценах знакомства Дориана Грея с актрисой Сибилой Вейн, игравшей в шекспировских пьесах. Дориан полюбил Сибил за то, что она могла талантливо перевоплощаться в образы Джульетты и Розалинды. Полюбив Дориана, Сибила уже не могла играть страсть на сцене. Увидев плохую игру актрисы, Дориан разочаровался в ней, раздосадованный, он приходит к ней за кулисы.

Сценка “Встреча Дориана Грея и Сибилы Вейн” . (Грей отвергает Сибилу).
Это был первый шаг на пути к нравственному падению Дориана Грея.
Вопрос: какой вывод можно сделать из истории Дориана Грея? (Нельзя поклоняться красоте, лишенной одухотворенности и нравственности).
Оскар Уайльд тоже утратил иллюзии в том, что поклонение красоте во имя её самой может стать противоядием от буржуазности.

Жизнь показала ошибочность Оскара Уайльда.
В своём художественном творчестве Уайльд часто преодолевал эстетство и аморализм. В этом плане очень характерны его сказки. Одним из литературных учителей Уайльда был Х К. Андерсон, который в своём творчестве опирался на фольклор. Именно народное представление о добре и зле положено в основу многих сказок Уайльда. Как известно, именно сказки принесли ему славу. Именно в сказках писатель отступает от циничной позиции гедониста и соединяет идеал красоты с эстетическим началом.

T: Weel, dear friends, at our Home-Reading lessons we read several fairytales written by O. Wilde. Now we are going to discuss some problems connected with them. Listen to some extracts and guess the titles of the fairy-tales to which these extracts belong. Later we’ll discuss the contents of O. Wilde’s tales and their moral.
One winter morning he looked out of his window as he was dressing. He did not hate the Winter now, for he knew that it was merely the Spring asleep, and that the flowers were resting. Sullenly he rubbed his eyes in wonder and looked and looked. It certainly was a marvelous sight. In the farthest corner of the garden was a tree quite covered with lovely white blossoms. Its branches were golden; end silver fruit hung down from them, and underneath it stood the little boy he had loved.

(“The Selfish Giant”)
“What a silly thing Love is!” said the Student as he walked away. “It is not half as useful as Logic, for it does not prove anything, and it is always telling one of things that are not going to happen, and making one believes things that are not true. In fact, it is quite unpractical, and, as in this age to be practical is everything, I shall go back to Philosophy and study Metaphysics’.
So he returned to his room and pulled out a great dusty book, and began to read.

(“The Nightingale and Rose”)
“I have a golden bedroom”, he said softly to himself as he looked round, and he prepared to go to sleep; but just as he was putting his head under his wing a large drop of water fell on him. “What a curious thing!” he cried; “there is not a single cloud in the sky, the stars are quite clear and bright, and yet it is raining. The climate in the north of Europe is really dreadful. The Reed used to like the rain, but that was merely her selfishness”.

(“The Happy Prince”)
It is quite remarkable how one good action always breeds another. I have given you my wheelbarrow, and now you are going to give me your plank. Of course, the wheelbarrow is worth more than the plank, but true friendship never notices things like that. Pray git it at once and I will set to work at my barn this very day.

(“The Devoted Friend”)
T: Well, I’m glad that you have guessed all the titles correctly. Express your opinion about the main idea of “The Happy Prince” (of ”the Selfish Giant”). Why do you think O. Wilde’s fairy-tales contain not only joys but sorrows? Do people suffer in his tales? Why? What kind of tragedy can we see in the tale about Hans and the Miller? Did Hans believe in friendship? What happened to him? Why? What is the moral of this tale?

T: Let’s make a conclusion. Do you agree that O. Wild’s tales reflect our life? Why?

O. Wilde is a great humanist. His heroes love beauty more than anything else. But having passed through much pain and suffering they change. Suffering makes people capable of deep emotions and self-sacrifice. The secret of life is to be helpful and good to others. Life is full of cruelty, hypocrisy, selfishness and indifference. But these is also true friendship and love. O. Wild did not solve any problems in his fairy-tales. But they are very valuable; they contain passionate belief in kindness and beauty.

Работа со стихотворением “Symphony in Yellow”
As I have mentioned, Wild wrote poems too and they are fine lyrics and convey the peculiar atmosphere and beauty of English scenery in simple and vivid words. One of them you know by heart. Who wants to recite the poems “Symphony in Yellow”?

Выразительное чтение стихотворения (читает наизусть ученица) “Симфония в жёлтом”
Учитель литературы: перед вами необычное стихотворение, позволяющее провести параллель между ним и живописью художников-импрессионистов.

Звучит музыка композитора-импрессиониста.
На мой взгляд, к его анализу нельзя подходить с привычными для нас методами. Мы не сможем понять замысел поэта без знания основных понятий импрессионизма.

Импрессионизм (справка искусствоведа).

Всё началось в 60-е годы XIX века в Париже. В салоне (знаменитой выставке) были представлены картины художников, которых И. Е. Репин назвал “храбрецами”, а французская пресса “бандой сумасшедших”: Клод Мане, Огюста Ренуара. Кажущаяся неуравновешенность, неожиданные ракурсы, отдельные мазки, наложенные на холст, создавали трепетную, светлую, воздушную живопись, передающую динамику и сложность современного городского быта. Работы этих художников стремятся не копировать жизнь, а передать впечатления от неё. От французского слова “впечатление” - “impression” и пошло направление в искусстве XIX – первой половины XX века - “импрессионизм”. Свою задачу импрессионисты видели в предельно точном создании на холсте каких-либо переходящий, мгновенных состояний природы и человека, той окружающей нас световоздушной среды – невидимой и бесцветной – которая определяет в природе всё: контуры и цвет предметов, настроение. Свет и цвет становятся главными героями картины художников-экспрессионистов; писали они исключительно на природе, на открытом воздухе, возводя (pleinair – вольный воздух) в принцип. Отсюда невиданная дотоле свежесть и чистота цвета, очищенного от бурого музейного колорита. Импрессионизм широко распространился в мировом искусстве. Присущий ему интерес к мгновенному движению, ускользающим впечатлениям, текучей форме восприняли и русские художники рубежа эпох – Константин Коровин, Игорь Грабарь, черты импрессионизма мы встречали в работах Исаака Левитана, Валентина Серова. Перед вами картины художников-импрессионистов. Многочисленные разноцветные мазочки сливаются в один цвет – сложный, красивый, глубокий, точно передающий световую среду и едва уловимую вибрацию воздуха. Создается настоящая симфония света. Все это мы наблюдаем и в поэзии Оскара Уайльда.

Итак. Если обычно мы начинали анализ стихотворения с вопроса, “Какие чувства и мысли вызывает у вас данное стихотворение”, то в “Симфонии в жёлтом” нет прямого выражения чувств и мыслей лирического героя. Кажется, что это противоречит нашим представления о лирике как о роде литературы. Стихотворение представляет собой ряд мгновенных кадров, чисто живописных картин, смена которых обусловлена как бы рассеянным скольжением взгляда.

Назовите эти картины.

(Омнибус на мосту, проплывающая по Темзе баржа с сеном, дома на набережной, едва различимые в утреннем тумане; роняющие осеннюю листву вязы у Темпла и вновь – зеленовато-жёлтая лента реки). Восприятие его можно сравнить с процессом рассматривания картины, когда взгляд скользит по ней от одного изображённого предмета к другому. Настойчивый эпитет “жёлтый” определяет тональность стихотворения, как колорит картины. Приведите словарный ряд, создающий цветообраз, как симфонию в жёлтых тонах. Симфония – это гармоническое соединение множества чего-либо, например, сочетание красок. (Цветообраз: жёлтый, сумрачный, жёлтый, жёлтого, туман, пасмурно, мерцает, нефрит, зеленоватой желтизной).

Таким образом, поэзия Оскара Уайльда сродни живописи, несущей в свою очередь, сильно выраженную музыкальную тенденцию. Это стихотворение раскрывает ещё одну грань таланта Оскара Уайльда. Именно как поэт вошёл Уайльд в литературу, выпустив в 1881 г. Сборник лирических стихотворений.

Заключение
In the conclusion I want to read one more thing:
Sir Lewis Morris was complaining to Oscar Wilde about the neglect of his poems by the press,
“It is a complete conspiracy of silence against me, a conspiracy of silence, what ought I to do, Oscar?”
“Join it”, replied Wilde.
But the name of O. Wilde was widly discussed in press; there were a lot of critical articles, very unpleasant for him. And now I want to listen to your option about Oscar Wilde and his literary works. You may speak in English or in Russian.

Motion: Smoking Deserves Punishment
Objectives: 
– to develop speaking and listening skills;
– to learn to give arguments for or against the motion supporting them with justification;
– to make the Jury believe that the position of the team presented is more convincing.

Debate Procedure.
Time-Keeper: Dear Ladies and Gentlemen, 

It’s a very real pleasure that I welcome you here this afternoon. I feel sure we are going to have a most interesting and pleasant meeting today.

Let me open the debate. The motion is that “Smoking deserves punishment”. It is proposed by the first team. So, the floor is given to Anna S. Time: 4 minutes.

Proposer 1 

Good afternoon, Honourable Jury, Time-Keeper. Good afternoon, dear colleagues. 

Let me introduce myself and my team. I am Anna S., the first speaker. The second speaker in our team is Alla M. and the third speaker is Olga B.

The problem of smoking is really serious nowadays and 75% of the teachers and pupils questioned stated that they share our opinion. This shows that more and more people understand the importance of the problem. Our team presents the points for the motion of the debate.

We’d like to begin with the definition of the words smoking and punishment.
There are some different definitions but we suggest that we should follow the definitions given in Longman Dictionary of Contemporary English. It defines smoking as the activity of breathing in tobacco smoke from a cigarette, pipe etc.

Punishment – something that is done in order to punish someone, or the act of punishing them. Our team think that smoking is dangerous and it should be punished. We have found a lot of facts that can justify our arguments.

Our fist point is that smoking deserves punishment because it does a lot of harm to people’s health and kills about 3 million people every year. Smoking causes bronchial troubles, heart disease and lung cancer. Statistics shows that smokers are 22 times more likely to die of lung cancer than non-smokers. In fact, 30% of all cancer deaths are caused by smoking. But nicotine is not the only bad thing in cigarettes, there are over 400 chemicals in one cigarette that are known to be harmful. So, a smoker really suffers harm breathing in tobacco smoke.

More than that, 35% of all heart-disease deaths are caused by smoking. By the way, heart disease is now the number-one killer in our country. Besides, nicotine is as addictive as heroin or cocaine. Seven out of ten smokers want to quit but can’t. Many people think they can easily give up smoking whenever they decide on. That’s hardy possible. There is also psychological dependence on smoking. The cigarette enables a person to concentrate or to relax depending on a cituation. But, nevertherless, serviceability decreases with the number of smoked cigarettes. Thus, smoking is dangerous for people’s health and it should be considered as evil to be punished.

Our second argument in favour of the motion is that smoking breaks non-smokers’ rights. In our everyday life we often communicate with smokers and whether we want it or not, we have to breath in the smell of tobacco around us. It is known that smoking is more dangerous for so-called passive smokers because it does a lot of harm to their health although they are unwilling to do it. So, we believe everyone should have the right not to be a passive smoker.

Smoking is officially banned in all public places in 114 countries. Russia joined them about two years ago. Nowadays people are not allowed to smoke on board the plane, in buses, on the trains, in school, theatres, cinemas etc. This fact shows that these gorernments understand the importance of the problem and take certain measures to protect non-smokers’ rights.

Our third argument for the motion is that smoking is economically unprofitable. Needless to say, smokers spend a great deal of money buying cigarettes every day. An average smoker spends about 500 roubles a month. The cheaper cigarettes are, the more dangerous they are. So, a person who chooses less dangerous cigarettes should spend more money buying them.

Then, a smoker has to spend a lot of money buying medicine in case he has trouble with his health. All our findings speak for the motion that smoking is evil and it deserves punishment. We think it is true and we’ve done our best to justify it.

Time-Keeper: Your time is over. Thank you. Now the floor is given to the second team. Would you like to take time-out to discuss questions to the speaker?

Opposer 3: Yes, I’d like to take time-out for 2 minutes.

Time-Keeper: Time is over. I welcome Kate K. Your questions, please. Time: 1,5 min.

Opposer 3: The speaker stated in his speech that smoking does a lot of harm to people’s health and it should be punished. But would the speaker answer some questions?

· What sources of information did you use? 

· Are they reliable/official? 

· Do any of your close relatives smoke? How long? Do they have any problem with health (I mean heart disease, lungs, bronchial troubles)? 

· Do your friends smoke? What would you do in case they smoke near you? 

(Proposer 1 answers)

Time-Keeper: Time is over. Thank you.

The motion is opposed by the second team. The floor is given to Bari A. Time: 4 minutes.

Opposer 3: Good afternoon, Honourable Jury, Time-Keeper and dear colleagues! 

I’d like to introduce myself and our team. I’m Bari A., the first speaker. This is Nataly S., the second speaker and Kate K. is our third speaker.

We agree on the definitions given by the speaker and we’ll try to follow them in general. But we can’t agree on the motion of the debate.

Firstly, as my honourable friend Anna has said smoking does a lot of harm to people’s health and therefore it deserves punishment. The speaker gave convincing examples to support the points for the motion. But these are not the only justifications to be considered, however.

To return to this point, I dare to say that smoking doesn’t do much harm to people’s health and we can give you some opposite justifications. To begin with, there is no accurate information about a definite link between smoking and the number of smokers died of lung cancer, heart disease or bronchial troubles. The data published in the Internet can’t be reliable because they are not checked.

Then, smoking doesn’t deserve punishment as it is not evil. It helps people to relax and it’s excellent for relieving stress, there. Besides, smoking promotes to becoming slim. What is more, there are some “safe” cigarettes with filter that have a low level of nicotine (such as Winston, Salem). It follows from this that smoking doesn’t do much harm to people’s health.

The second argument doesn’t seem to be convincing either. The speaker has said that a smoker breaks a non-smoker’s rights while smoking near the latter. But on the other hand, if people don’t like the smell of tobacco and don’t want to damage their health, they can leave the room or step aside. And what about smokers? They have the right to smoke and when smoking is banned in public places they suffer greatly because they have no choice and it is as punishment for them. That’s why we think that governments break smokers’ rights as well. So, smoking does not deserve punishment because both smokers and non-smokers break each other’s rights.

The third argument is not true. As my dear friend Anna has said, smoking is economically unprofitable. On the contrary, we can give some opposite facts.

Due to statistics, tobacco in grown in 120 countries and the tobacco industry has been successfully developing nowadays. That is why, firstly, smoking is economically profitable for tobacco producers. The more tobacco they produce, the more profit they get. For example, company Marlboro had an income of 30 billion dollars in 1999. Secondly, the tobacco industry provides many people with jobs. Statistics shows that 600 000 people are involved in the process of growing tobacco and about 100 000 people are involved in the process of cigarette production. Besides, many people are busy transporting and selling cigarettes and tobacco.

Furthermore, smoking is profitable for any state as it collects great taxes. And our new counter-argument is that it’s absurd to suggest we ban smoking after so many hundreds of years. It is historically excused.

The most important conclusion to be drawn from all these findings is that smoking doesn’t deserve punishment because there is no basis for being accused.

· Do you have any information if a long period of non-smoking has negative effect on smokers’ health (for example, on the plane)?

Нужно отметить, что это не первые дебаты для десятиклассников, поэтому они хорошо знают правила, роли и умеют выдерживать заданный регламент. Дебатам предшествовала большая самостоятельная работа учащихся по сбору, обработке и анализу информации, полученной из Интернета, журнала Speak Out, газеты English и других источников. Учащиеся делали выписки, продумывали возможные линии столкновения. Дебаты способствовали:

· развитию коммуникативных умений учащихся: умению слушать и слышать собеседника, способности работать в команде; 

· развитию ораторских способностей: навыков публичного выступления, умения четко выражать свои мысли, уверенности в себе; 

· развитию исследовательских и организаторских навыков; 

· развитию мышления.

Рекомендации к уроку: 
Наибольший учебно – воспитательный эффект достигается при комплексном использовании всех выше перечисленных средств обучения и при условии, что занятие длится 35-40 минут. Рекомендуемая наполняемость групп не более 16-18 учащихся.

Вместе с тем важно правильно представлять себе особенности детей данного возраста (6-8 лет). Учёт особенностей возраста – это отправная точка для конструирования данного урока. В этом возрасте игра является способом приобщения к миру взрослых, способом познания. Занятие построено так, чтобы атмосфера игры царила на нём с первой и до последней минуты.

All these names mean different things and foreigners often use them in a wrong way.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain consists of four parts: England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland, taken together.

The United Kingdom (the UK for short) is situated on the British Isles, which are made of two main islands: the larger is called Great Britain, the smaller is Ireland (which includes Northern Ireland and the Republic of Ireland).

England is only one part of the island of Great Britain: it occupies the most of the island. To the west of England lies Wales, and to the north Scotland is situated.

The British Isles are separated from France by the English Channel.

Each part of the UK has its capital. The capital of England is London; Wales has Cardiff: Scotland has Edinburgh; the capital city of Northern Ireland is Belfast.

The English are stay-at-home people. “There is no place like home”, they say. They like to live in small houses with a small garden. People all over the world know the saying “The Englishman’s home is his castle”. Porridge is the English dish. The English are tea-drinkers. They have it many times a day. The Englishmen always drink tea out of cups, never out of glasses. They usually drink tea with milk. English people like gardening. If you want to please an Englishman, be very polite about his garden. Perhaps, he will show you his garden and tell you about it. So you will listen to it and say, “How nice!” or “How interesting!”

London has been a capital city for nearly a thousand years, and many of its ancient buildings still stand. The most famous of these are the Tower of London (where the Crown Jewels are kept), Westminster Abbey and St. Pals Cathedral, but most visitors also want to see the House of Parliament, Buckingham Palace and the many magnificent museums. Once, London was a small Roman town on the north bank of the Thames, but slowly it grew into one of the world's major cities with more than seven million people. Fewer people live in the centre now, but the suburbs are still growing.

Like all big cities, London has streets and concrete buildings, but it also has many big parks, full of trees, flowers and grass. Sit on the grass (you’re allowed to!) in the middle of Hyde Park or Kensington Gardens, and you will think that you’re in the country, miles away. 

Many people think that London is all grey but in fact red is the London's favourite colour. The buses are red, the letterboxes are red and the mail vans are all bright, bright red. London is at its best when people are celebrating. Then the flags, the soldiers’ uniform the cheering crowds and the carriages and horses all sparkle in the sunshine – if it's not raining, of course!
